Official Release
I. If a student athlete asks for an Official Release:
a. The coach will complete the Response to Student-Athlete’s Request for an Official Release and submit it to the compliance coordinator. 
b. If the coach grants the release the compliance coordinator will then provide the student athlete with a Mutual Release Agreement and agree to complete any release request received by any other institution.
c. If the coach denies the request the compliance coordinator will inform the student athlete that they may file a Request for Appeal of Denial of Official Release Form and return it to either the Athletic Director or Compliance Coordinator.

d. The Appeal will be heard by the Athletics Grievance Committee within 10 business days of receipt. 

e. The decision of the Athletics Grievance Committee is final.

II. If a coach is contacted by a perspective student athlete that is currently enrolled in a 4 year institution (NCAA or NAIA):
a. The coach is to request that the compliance coordinator send a Notification of Contact to the PSA’s current institution.

b. If the current institution grants the contact, the coach may begin the recruiting process with the PSA and normal recruiting regulations apply.

c. If the contact is not granted then the coach may not encourage the student athlete or provide athletically related financial assistance.

III. If a coach, after receiving permission to contact, offers the PSA an athletics grant-in-aid, the compliance coordinator will then request an official release by sending a Request For Transfer Student-Athlete Release to the PSA’s current institution.
