Prospect(s) 












Acting as a student host is an important service to GSW and our Athletic Department.  Reasonable and acceptable conduct is required of you by your coach, GSW Athletic Department personnel, and any other GSW personnel involved in the process.  The Peach Belt Conference and NCAA regulations (NCAA Bylaw 13.6.5.5) apply and will be enforced.  The following guidelines also apply to Official Visits:
· No use of alcohol

· No use of drugs or sex as a recruiting device

· No activity that violates criminal law

· No gambling/gaming activities

· No use of strippers, gentleman’s club or equivalent, or escort services

· No failure to return to lodging before any applicable curfew

· No activities or events at any location that may cause a perception of impropriety

A. You must be enrolled at GSW.  If you are a freshman you must have been a high school qualifier.

B. Only one student host per prospect may be provided a free meal if restaurant facilities are utilized.

C. Only one student host will be provided money with which to entertain themselves and the prospect, the prospect’s parents/guardians, or spouse.

D. A maximum of $30 per day may be provided to cover the entertainment expenses for the student host and the prospect.  It is permissible for the cost of entertainment (i.e. theater, use of recreational equipment) to exceed $20 during a given day, provided the total cost of entertainment provided to the prospect does not exceed $40.  It is permissible for the prospect or the prospect’s parents/guardians to pay for the cost of any entertainment incurred by the prospect or the prospect’s parents/guardians provided the institution does not arrange such entertainment.  You may be provided with an additional $10 per day for each additional prospect entertained by the student host.  If several students host a prospect, the $30 per day entertainment money may be utilized to cover the actual and necessary expenses incurred by the prospect and all hosts. 
E. RECEIPTS are required for all cash expenses incurred during the official visit – NO EXCEPTIONS.  Receipts should be submitted to the Head Coach as soon as possible following the conclusion of the visit.
F. No cash may be given to the visiting prospect or anyone else.

G. Entertainment funds may Not be used to purchase gifts for the prospect (i.e. souvenirs or clothing).

H. Vehicles provided by or arranged by any institutional staff or athletic booster may Not be used.

I. Prospect and/or friends and family may not be transported more than 30 miles from the GSW campus.

J. No recruiting conversations may occur, on or off campus, between the prospect and an athletic booster.  If an unplanned meeting occurs, only an exchange of greetings is allowed.
K. The prospect shall not be allowed to participate in any athletics activity involving or related to the sport for which the prospect is being recruited (i.e. in the sport of swimming, the prospect cannot swim laps at the institution’s pool and in the sport of track, the prospect cannot run on the institution’s track).

L. Student hosts may receive one (1) complimentary admission (no hard tickets) when accompanying a prospect to a campus athletic event.

Remember:  We thank you for your willingness to serve as a student host.  If at any time during your visit you are unsure of whether or not something is permissible, don’t do it.  Ask us and we will advise you as to how to address similar situations in the future.  You are the host for this prospective student.  We expect that you take every possible precaution to ensure the safety and well-being of each prospect you entertain.
